Surviving major heart surgery, which needed 5 by-pass operations 4 years ago, David
Perrow is now living life to the full with his wife, Edna, in her beloved North Skelton.

Their numerous pastimes include swimming and walking. Hopefully, after another of their
many holidays, they are going to leam the game of bowls.

When you go about your everyday business you are sometimes totally unaware of the
lifestyle some of your fellow villagers have led. To me, Dave is just one of those people
pursuing the same restless energy in retirement as he has shown throughout his life.

Dave served two terms of engagement in the Regular Army. He was in Egypt during the
Suez crisis, and later served in Malaya, Korea and Germany finishing his army career as
Cook Sergeant.

Dave and Edna Perrow - enjoying life

Once back in in “civvy street" Dave's various jobs included being a process worker at Wilton
and two seperate stints as manager of The Bulls Head at North Skelton. He was also a
milkman at Marske and his final job was as a process worker at Boulby Potash Mine.

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At about this time Dave had resumed his
acquaintanceship with a North Skelton lass, Edna
Marsay.

Further
service took him to Korea and then to Germany.

Let’s talk about the <1left hand
now. This is the hand which
makes the notes and chords.
There are too many cords to
describe, but I have a few
chords for you to learn after
this article. It is best to
buy a chord book from a music
shop to show you which chords
are which.

I may not be able to tell you
all the chords but I can tell
you how to put your fingers in
the right position to make
these notes and chords sound
better.

The thumb should be placed in
the middle of the neck at 90
degrees to the neck. The
fingers should then be placed
using the tips onto the
strings to be fretted. The
finger tips should be placed
in between the frets and not
on them, this causes the sound
to be muffled and unpro-
nounced. It is best to feel
relaxed and not to grip the
fretboard as this will slow
your movements and changes to
other chords.
